� Report guidelines: 


A designated person should be responsible for drafting the report and the country polio team lead should review and finalize the report and share with all concerned


Report should be prepard and shared daily during the initial one month and then twice in a week for next one month and then once in a week till the end of the closure of outbreak


The updates on the report should be hilighted or use colored text (for example if the date of a pending SIA is confirmed, this should be highlighted in the text; likewise, if a new suspect case was identified, highlight, etc.)


� Team A should be deployed in the country within 72 hours of the outbreak confirmation for 3-4 weeks and Team B should be deployed from week 3-4 of the outbreak confirmation for up to six months 
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
