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• The Polio Oversight Board approved a multi-year GPEI budget for 2019-2023 in September 2018 

• The total cost of the five year budget is $4.2 billion; this amount includes  $3.27 billion in additional 
costs that will need to be mobilized beyond what has already been secured for the 2013-2019 period

• SIAs remain the largest component of the budget; the share of the budget for surveillance increases

• Lower-risk countries and regions remain in the GPEI budget (at declining levels) to continue essential 
functions until sustainable (internal or external) sources of support are found

• The budget may be updated to reflect program changes in the new strategy

• An electronic version of the new GPEI multi-year budget – at both summay and detailed levels - will 
soon be available on the polioeradication.org site

• Donor mapping to help us prioritize resource mobilization efforts

• Bilateral, multilateral, foundations and new high net worth donors

• Re-engage with lapsed donors and Multilateral Banks

• Identify Innovative Financing possibilities

• Identify other funding streams from traditional donors 

• Produce donor market specific materials

• As with previous cycles, work to secure domestic funding

• In the coming months, GPEI will propose a potential event for new and existing donors to commit 
additional resources. Ideally, the proposed opportunity will complement the replenishment cycles of other 
global health organizations and ensure the program mobilizes additional funding before it faces 
potential  significant Q1 2020 shortfalls
